When I returned home that evening, I did not sleep well at all, nor the following night.  I

struggled to remove everything that happened that day from my mind and memory, especially

prophesy related to me by Maria.

This is another tactic of the Devil, SUPERSTITION.  Please

read your Catechism.  People who send these emails mean well

but do not understand the deception or their Faith very well.  We

live in an era of “fast everything” -  fast food, fast answer from

God, etc…  Please do not confuse these chain letters and emails

with a legitimate novena where God’s will is at the center of the

prayer.

These thoughts were running through my mind during

the time following the day and evening I spent with Maria.

Over the years we have published many testimonials from two popes,

cardinals, bishops, and priests from around the world who feel

Medjugorje is for real.  In all cases, they say we must wait for church

approval before we can make any conclusive statement.

This is the first time in my research that a commission from the Vatican

is conducting an investigation into an alleged apparition site.  The

decision is usually made by the local bishop.  In this case, there has

been so much controversy between the local bishop and the

Franciscans at Medjugorje that a commission was established.

Professed religious are human beings and sometimes personalities

conflict and decision-making becomes impossible.  One of the

customary criteria in the investigation of such phenomena is that the

apparitions have to cease before a decision is made.  In this case, it is

alleged that Our Holy Mother is still appearing in Medjugorje.

The Vatican position is that dioceses should

not organize official pilgrimages to

Medjugorje.  Catholics are free to visit the

town and pray there and the Diocese of

Mostar-Duvano and the Franciscans should

organize pastoral care for them.

In my opinion, Medjugorje is a place where

Our Holy Mother has made her presence well

known.  The fruits are abundant; healings,

conversions, and over 500 vocations to the

priesthood and religious life have been

recorded due to visits to Medjugorje.

About twenty years ago I received a phone

call from Father Joseph Langford, the priest in charge of the male

religious for the late Blessed Mother Teresa.  He informed me that he

had received funds to send people to Medjugorje and asked me to help

him until the money was exhausted.

I arranged one trip I will never forget for a mother and child, both with

the AIDS virus, to join a pilgrimage to Medjugorje.  After all the

arrangements were made, the spiritual director, a priest, called me and

said he would not allow the mother and daughter on the trip.  When I

asked why, he explained that “it would be an imposition to all the other

pilgrims.”  I was humiliated, shocked and not exactly patient with his

attitude.  What was I to tell the woman?

I told the mother there was a problem and that I would get her on the

next pilgrimage and she was very understanding.  A few weeks later I

placed her on another pilgrimage.  About two months later I received

a phone call from the mother.  She informed me that after several

medical examinations, both she and her child

no longer had AIDS.  

There are thousands of stories about

Medjugorje.  I am sure the commission has

heard many of them.  Whatever the

commission decides, we must be obedient to

the decision, whether we like it or not.

PS:  Father Joseph Langford died last year

and I never found out how he got my name.  I

forget the name of the spiritual director who

refused to take the ill mother and child to

Medjugorje.  I hope he reads this testimony.
