The only time the Magisterium of
the Catholic Church has
addressed this issue of the
consecration was an instruction
from the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith in 2000.

esta feita, tal comoNossa Senhora a pediu,

desde o dia 25 de Marco de 1984”: “Yes it
has been done just as Our Lady asked, on
25 March 1984”: Letter of 8November

1989). Hence any further discussion or
request is without basis”.

In an article in Inside the Vatican by Delia
Buckley Gallagher*, it was mentioned that
Sister Lucia had a special vision that
confirmed the action corresponded to Our
Lady’s requests. Cardinal Ricardo Vidal
of Cebu in the Philippines also said that
Sr. Lucia had told him, “If the
consecration had not been done in 1984,
there would have been nuclear war in
1985”!   (This is the exact date Mary,

Virgin Mother Reconciler of All Peoples

& Nations, appeared to the mystic Maria

Espernaza, Servant of God, in Betania,

Venezuela.  The Church approved these

apparitions in 1987.)

Suffice to say, the Church has not
endeavored to repeat this action again, so it
would be a fair statement the position of
the Catholic Church is that it has been
done. They are aware of the campaigns to
perform the collegial consecration of
Russia, and to my knowledge, the Holy
See has never given encouragement to any
of these individuals. So I don’t
understand, if the Church says it has been
done, why do people behave as if this is of
no consequence.

. Study found people who visit places of worship commit fewer crimes

. The more frequent the visits, the lower the chance of delinquent behavior

. Crimes range from littering , music piracy to illegal drugs

A survey from Manchester University, United Kingdom found a direct correlation
between higher visits to religious places and lower crime figures.   Researchers
believe this is because religion not only teaches people about “moral and behavioral
norms”, but spending time with like-minded people makes it less likely they will get
mixed up with the “wrong people”. They surveyed 1,214 church going people from
18 to 34 year olds from across the UK’s major faiths.

They were also asked about any past misdemeanors. PhD student Mark Littler from
the university led the project. He said: “This research implies that the act of visiting
a place of worship may trigger a significant reduction in the likelihood of
involvement in certain types of criminal and delinquent behavior.

In line with American research, my results suggest that it is an act of mixing with
fellow believers this is important, regardless of whether this is via formal worship,
involvement in faith based social activities or simply through spending time with
family and friends who share your faith.

The study is the first time this type of analysis has been carried out in the UK and is
due to be published later this year. It was funded by Bill Hill Charitable Trust.

Littler added: “These results suggest a more positive picture of Britain’s religious life
than the doom and gloom you might read about in the newspapers...”

Normally our minds are far more alert during public
prayer than when we pray alone...
When we pray in common the prayer of each one
belongs to all of us as one great prayer...

Public prayer is far more powerful than private
prayer to appease the anger of God and call down His
Mercy.

Fr. Robert J. Levis - EWTN:

The superstitious part of chain letters is their infallible connection between the letters
and the good or evil infallibly connected with the process.  This is an attempt to force
God to act in a certain way.  God is omnipotent and cannot be forced to do anything
against His will. Pray to Mary to protect you from falling for this true nonsense.
There cannot be any connection between good and evil and this letter business.  Have
courage and destroy them always.

CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH:

Superstition 2111: Superstition is the deviation of religious feeling and of the
practices this feeling imposes.  It can even effect the worship we offer the true God.
When one attributes an importance in some way magical to certain practices
otherwise lawful or necessary. To attribute the efficacy of prayers or of sacramental
signs to their mere external performance, apart from the interior dispositions that they
demand, is to fall into superstition.

written very cleverly and most of the time give a very holy

complexion which may be hard to refuse or interpret as a

hoax, but so is a counterfeit  fifty dollar bill. Can you tell the

difference?

In chain letters you can tell the difference. In many cases

they give a set amount of prayers to say, for so many days,

and demand that you send the prayer to a certain amount of

people, in a set amount of time, to be sure your wish comes true, as beautiful images

of Jesus, Mary and many of our favorite saints assure the demand.   And in some cases

it must be sent back to the sender.  They forgot to add a rabbit’s foot, three four-leaf

clovers and cross your fingers as you wait for the magic to occur.   What makes it

worse, it was sent to you by someone you respect as a good practicing Catholic. Your

friend should be made aware. They mean well but could cause much damage. How?

One of my favorite priests, now in heaven, Fr. Edward Kennedy, S.J., gave a short

homily on how chain letters  disturb a soul to the point of losing their faith, when what

was promised to them does not come true, as he would hear in their confessions.   The

Great Imposter of Deceit is more brilliant than the counterfeiter who produces that

phoney fifty dollar bill, from which you cannot tell the real.

Next time you receive a chain letter as an email, delete it..... and rip up that chain

letter slip that you find in church ... and pray for the individuals that distribute them

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WHO STARTED YOUR CHURCH

I was praying for Pope Francis this morning and it occurred to

me that one fact got very little attention in the media circus that

surrounded the Conclave. Today, there are officially more than

30,000 different Christian churches, all teaching different

doctrines. How did this splintering and division happen?

It all began about 400 years ago...

❱ If you are a Lutheran, your religion was founded by Martin Luther, an ex-monk of the

Catholic Church, in the year 1517. This is the oldest of the Protestant churches

and began the splintering process.

❱ The Anabaptist religion splintered from the Lutherans in 1520, founded by

Nicholas Storch and Thomas Munzer.

❱ If you are a Mennonite your religion is an offshoot of the Anabaptist church founded

in 1525 and takes its name from Menno Simons, a former Catholic priest.

❱ If you are Anglican, you belong to the Church of England and your religion was

founded bv King Henry VllI in the year 1534 because the Pope would not grant him a

divorce with the right to remarry.

❱ If you are a Presbyterian, your religion was founded by John Knox in Scotland in the

year 1560.

❱ If you are a Protestant Episcopalian, your religion was an offshoot of the Church

of England founded by Samuel Seabury in the American colonies in the 17th century.

❱ If you are a Baptist, you owe the tenets of your religion to John Smyth, who launched

it in Amsterdam in 1605.

❱ If you are a Congregationalism your religion was originated by Robert Brown in

Holland in 1582.

❱ If you are a Quaker, your religion was foundered in 1647 by George Fox in England.

❱ If you are Amish. your Church was foundered by Jacob Anman in 1698.

❱ If you are a Methodist, your religion was launched by John and Charles Wesley in

England in 1744.

❱ If you are a Unitarian. Theophilus Lindley founded your church in London in 1774.

❱ If you are Episcopalian your religion was foundered in 1784 In Samuel Seabury in the

American Colonies and is an offshoot of the Church of England.

❱ If you are a Mormon (Latter Day Saints). Joseph Smith started your religion in

Palmyra. NY in 1829.

❱ If you are of the Dutch Reformed church, you recognize Michaelis Jones as founder, 

because he originated your religion in New York in 1628.

❱ If you worship with the Salvation Army, your sect began with William Booth in 

London in 1865.

your Church was founded by Jesus Christ.
